Week 3 Update

ACTION ALERTS:

There is still time to express your opposition to several bills
that can only be read as negative to the environment.

HB 60 Water Rights Amendments, a bill we have been
tracking since pre-session has passed the House and is now
in the Senate and assigned to the Senate Natural Resources
Committee for review.

SB 225 Utah Inland Port Amendments, now renamed Public
Corporation Amendments, simplifies the expansion of UIPA
project areas with no oversight or public notice. Each year a
bill is introduced and passes that expands UIPAs authority
with minimal public input. This is very obvious this year in
the name change to the bill.

SB 198 Water Project Management Amendments by Sen.
Scott Sandall creates an agency under the Governor that can
implement large water development projects in the GSL and
Colorado River Basins. This would take such efforts out of
clear public view.




Two positive bills to note and engage in communicating your
SUPPORT.

SB 250 Great Salt Lake Amendments by Sen. Nate Blouin would
redirect founds from Water Infrastructure Restricted Account
(WIRA) to the Great Salt Lake Account. The WIRA was created to
fund major water development projects like the Bear River
development. So, moving funds from WIRA to the Great Salt Lake
would have dual benefit. This has been assigned to committee and
| am sure the first debates will be interesting.

HB 509 Wetlands Protections Modifications by Rep. Doug Owens
proposes a study of wetlands in the state with recommendations
for improving wetland health. This will also give some indication of
the impact of the Supreme Court Sackett decision on how Utah
regulators interpret wetlands.

The other top bills are listed first. We have seen mixed progress on
other bills listed as a Support bills but this is to be expected. The
second half of the session always moves much faster.

determination. It also sets compensation for acquisition of the land.

This bill also directs the DWR to manage grizzly bears to prevent their
establishment in any areas in the state as well as direct the removal
of grizzly bears that are discovered. The bill gives authority to the
Wildlife Board to set rules to manage grizzly bears. If passed need to
follow this rule-making, concern this would be opportunity to institute
a hunt.
