Week 6 Update

The 2026 Legislative session is entering its final week. A bill must
complete the process, that is having passing votes in both
chambers, by midnight Friday. If a bill has not already passed its
originating chamber it is highly unlikely to move forward at this
point. Before bills are voted on in the chamber, they must go
through a committee review and receive a favorable
recommendation. Committees will only meet on Monday and
Tuesday of this week so there is limited time remaining for bills to
be reviewed. Key committees to monitor this week are:

House Natural Resources, Agriculture and Environmental Quality
Committee

House Public Utilities and Energy Committee

House Government Operations Committee

Senate Natural Resources, Agriculture and Environmental Quality
Committee

Senate Revenue and Taxation Committee

Passing committee is not the last hurdle, the bill would still need to
be scheduled for a chamber vote before the Friday midnight
deadline. Given all these variables it is difficult to predict which
bills will move forward during this fast paced, frantic final week.
